The process is    designed 
to be experienced in a small group setting, typically 
with 6-10 participants. The program is based on 
The Complete Divorce Recovery Handbook by John P 
Splinter and Second Chapter. Topics     covered 
will include the following:

Handling the emotional roller coaster that is   

frequently present in divorce 
Confronting feelings of guilt, fear and anger  
Learning to forgive 
Dealing with your ex-spouse 
Responding to your children 
Dating after divorce  
Perspectives on divorce and remarriage  
Communication and how to be better at it  
Rebuilding one’s life after divorce  
Insights and strategies on building healthy
