Her goal as Executive Director is to increase the awareness of the rich Presbyterian history preserved at PHS from the General Assembly level to local congregations.

The Presbyterian Historical Society (PHS), located in downtown Philadelphia at Fifth and Lombard, is the National Archives Center for the over 10,000 Presbyterian Churches (U.S.A.). The mission of PHS is to collect, preserve and share the story of the American Presbyterian Experience. The link to the online website is:  http://www.history.pcusa.org/
Organized in 1852, the Presbyterian Historical Society is the oldest denominational archives in the USA with over 250,000 titles providing Presbyterian History and over 30,000 cubic feet of official records and personal papers.  All documents are housed in a climate-controlled environment that extends a full city block underground between Fourth and Fifth Streets.  

PHS provides clear guidelines for church documents that are permanent and must be retained in a secure and protected environment.  For documents that are not permanent, the years of retention are clearly specified across a wide spectrum of records, contracts and other church documents for Presbyterians: http://www.history.pcusa.org/services/records-management/records-congregations.
PHS provides a sophisticated online search engine, which is uniquely referred to as CALVIN: http://history.pcusa.org/collections/online-catalogs/calvin.  CALVIN allows a person online access to quickly and efficiently peruse the massive collection of documents and holdings.  In addition, identified document links can be placed in your own personal cart for reference at a future point in time.

PHS is currently working with ANCESTRY.com to digitalize church records that have been archived within PHS including documents containing personally important dates such as birth, baptism, marriage and death records. The process is an extensive and time consuming process which is projected to last for an additional year.  PHS is hoping this will encourage more churches to submit their permanent records for baptisms, marriages and deaths.

PHS also has a wealth of available Historical Information resources including online Exhibits, Traveling Exhibits and publications filled with historical information such as: Presbyterians and the Civil War.  All are encouraged to familiarize themselves with this amazing Presbyterian historical resource located virtually within our own backyard in downtown Philadelphia.    

The two hymns we are singing today were the hymns sung during Westminster’s formal organizational service held on the evening of Tuesday, May 24, 1892, in the West Chester Assembly Hall (where the Courthouse Annex is now located).  Today we celebrate the 125th Anniversary of this historic meeting.  Following are excerpts from the Daily Local newspaper article of May 26, 1892, “WESTMINSTER CHURCH – Organization of the New Presbyterian Church – Election of Elders and Deacons”.

Rev. J.B. Randall, of Lincoln University started the service announcing Hymn 101, “All Hail the Power of Jesus Name.”  Following the hymn, Rev. J. L. Estlin, pastor of Dilworthtown Presbyterian Church, offered a prayer for the success of the new church organization, and also a very touching petition for the future success of the First Presbyterian Church and its pastor. 

Rev. Dr. J. L. Polk, pastor of Faggs Manor Presbyterian Church, officiated over the election of six elders: Herman F. Wyers, Alfred P. Reid, William Dowliin, W.W. MacElree, Addison Jones, and A. T. Smith; and two deacons: J. Gheen Morgan and David Eyre.  Following the ordination prayer for the elders and deacons, Dr. Polk gave a short address, taking for the theme of his remarks, Acts 20:28.  On the close of his remarks, Hymn 86, “Rock of Ages”, was sung.

Among the announcements, “The ladies of the church are requested to meet on Saturday afternoon to organize a missionary society”.

The benediction was then pronounced and the congregation came forward and shook hands with their elders and deacons and the commissioners.

WPC Sticky Bun Recipe

         1 package of 24 frozen rolls

         ½ cup brown sugar

         ¼ cup granulated sugar

         1 tsp cinnamon

         ¼ cup Karo syrup, clear

         1 cup raisins and 1 cup chopped walnuts

         1 stick butter, melted
Line 8“x 12” pan with no-stick foil. Sprinkle brown sugar, granulated sugar, cinnamon, raisins, and nuts into the pan (in that order). Arrange balls of dough evenly in pan. Pour melted butter over top. Cover with plastic wrap sprayed with oil. Leave pan on counter overnight. Next morning, heat oven to 375 degrees. Bake sticky buns approx 22 minutes until light brown and hollow sounding when tapped. Cool a minute or two, invert onto a tray, and enjoy!
