Year-to-date revenue remains strong running 8.6% above budget, with giving exceeding expectations for the 
second consecutive month and first-quarter giving reaching 40.1% of the annual budget.   This follows our 
historic pattern of giving with some members using QCDs or CGA to fulfill pledges early in the year. 
Expenses are slightly under budget overall despite some timing-related overages in March. 
Additional revenue streams and program participation (especially youth retreats) are exceeding expectations. 
As a result, the church has generated a net surplus 27.5% ahead of budget, while continuing to monitor 
seasonal giving patterns.
