One day Ruth’s mother-in-law Naomi said to her, “My daughter, I 
must find a home for you, where you will be well provided 
for. Now Boaz, with whose women you have worked, is a 
relative of ours. Tonight he will be winnowing barley on the 



threshing floor. Wash, put on perfume, and get dressed in your 
best clothes. Then go down to the threshing floor, but don’t let 
him know you are there until he has finished eating and 
drinking. When he lies down, note the place where he is lying. 
Then go and uncover his feet and lie down. He will tell you what 
to do.” 

“I will do whatever you say,” Ruth answered. So she went down 
to the threshing floor and did everything her mother-in-law told 
her to do.

Identified Giving exceeded budget by $23.7k, driven primarily by Pledge Giving, and is 
currently 48% of the 2026 budget year-to-date, running 3.9% ahead of plan; pledge progress 
shows 18.6% fulfilled, 61.5% actively contributing, and 19.9% with no progress yet. We will 
continue to monitor seasonal giving patterns. 
Revenue categories including Per Capita Offering, Facility Use, Investment Income, and 
Other Revenue continue to meet or exceed budget, while expense variances are largely 
timing-related, including corrections to Board of Pensions billing, delayed security billing, 
insurance timing, and higher-than-budgeted gas and electric costs.
